We’re living in a world were reaching people on the other side of the planet is no longer a problem: the last great barrier left is language. In order to be completely free you have to know at least one foreign language – especially English – and fluentify was created with this in mind.
Founded by four young Italians (Giacomo Moiso, Andrea Passadori, Matteo Avalle e Claudio Bosco) fluentify is an online platform with a built-in videoconferencing software. Fluentify allows anyone who signs up (for free) to get in touch with native speakers. It's an easy and intuitive way to practice speaking English at an affordable price, without subscribing to a service or buying expensive plans.

Studying books won’t make you fluent in a foreign language, only speaking will accomplish that. That’s the insight Andrea and Giacomo had, after studying and living abroad for two years. In 2013 they decided to launch fluentify with Claudio and Matteo, two developers who are responsible for the website development.  Fluentify's philosophy can be summed up with one simple sentence: “Speaking, everything changes.” That’s what makes fluentify different from other language solutions on the market: fluentify believes speaking should be at the centre of the learning experience.
“We are looking to connect people with something in common other than the language. That’s why our Tutors, who are selected through a 3-step process, share their experience and interests. Whether you're a man, woman, student, professional or even a young mother, you can find a tutor shares your common interests. Search by accent (British, American, South-African, Australian, etc.), personality or background. What makes fluentify special is the ease of use, flexibility of our tutors and the ability to customize lessons, based on your needs. We are also offering native speakers around the world a great opportunity to make some extra money while helping the others achieving their goals.” says Giacomo. 
Ryan Wright, Head of Business Development, explains – “We are always looking for interesting people to join our team so don’t hesitate to send us your application if you’re interested in the project. You’ll be able to manage your own timetable and set your price per 30-minute session. It’s not uncommon for some tutors to make £600 per month.”
Fluentify users are not asked to download or install any applications on their computers, all you need is a compatible browser. Tablets and smartphones can currently be used for manage bookings and profiles but expect an app will be launched by the end of summer 2014. Bookings can be made using a credit/debit card or PayPal account, and Tutors have the option to be paid as soon as they have at least £50 in their digital wallet.
Fluentify has recently received much recognition, the most important of which was being selected as a finalist in the TechCrunch start-up competition, in Rome, 2013. The company presented itself in front of a panel of international judges consisting of journalists, Government officials and prominent investors. With more than 6,000 subscribers, 70 tutors, 3,000 hours of classes completed and over 700 tutor applications received, fluentify has been garnering serious attention.
Fluentify recently teamed up with Kaplan Inc. – the largest language school in the world  and named among Fast Company’s “Top 10 Most Innovative Companies in Education”–  as their official partner to bring their tutoring services online.
